Mouth Cancer

At a recent training day, Dr. Tim Hodgson gave a lecture to all of our staff on the diagnosis of mouth cancer in the
Orthodontic practice and highlighted the identification and management of individuals at risk. Greater awareness
of head and neck cancers amongst Orthodontists is essential, especially in patients whose lifestyles put them at

high risk. This screening by Dentists and Orthodontists could lead to earlier detection and management of mouth
cancers.

In September 2013, the Weybridge Orthodontics team took part in a 10km walk to raise funds and awareness for
the Mouth Cancer Foundation. The team was joined, on the route through Hyde Park and Kensington Gardens, by
mouth cancer survivors and families of those who had succumbed to the disease. As part of a nationwide effort to
fight this disease, the clinicians at Weybridge Orthodontics will soon be members of the Mouth Cancer Screening
Accreditation Scheme and will continue to support the foundation by participating in annual events. The team
enjoyed the walk and helped to raise awareness of Mouth Cancer on a beautiful autumn day in London.
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
